i Alternative B- Expand System: Expand
system to new areas including Pueblo West,
Airport Industrial P&rand St. Charles Mesa.
Would require substantial additional funding
for vehicles, increased operations and
infrastructure. Would require expansion of
Citi-Lift program for all locations within %
mile ofany newoutes. Funding agreement
would need to beesured from areas being
served.

i Alternative C- Modified System:
Reconfigure fixed routes to improve service
and increase route productivity. Convert
existing oradial pul se6 system to a series
three circulators linked to the Downtown
transit center byxesting routes.
